· What is the purpose of the Fred Jordan Mission?

· What are the origins and history of the Fred Jordan Mission?

· Where is the Fred Jordan Mission located and why is it located in this area?

· Identify two of the services they provide.  What is the reason and purpose for these services?

The Day of the Event:

· Students turn in research paper as they board the bus.  

· Oral Briefing and debriefing sessions will occur during the ride to and from the Mission.

· Students will be divided into cooperative groups to work at different stations that will be providing support and assistance in serving the people who come to the Mission for a Thanksgiving meal.
· Act responsibly and be considerate to the people you are serving at the Mission.
· Work collaboratively with peers and adults.
After the Event:

· Write a one-page Reflective Essay and orally share their experiences & feelings with their peers


SECTION 8 Reflection Essay Questions
	· Why did you choose to participate in THE SOLUTION 2008?

· What was your responsibility during the event?

· What emotions did you feel during the event?  What was the source or reason for those feelings?

· Do you feel more fortunate or positive, about your own situation in life, after having participated in THE SOLUTION 2008? 

· Did it change your attitude about yourself and your role in society?  Why or why not?

· Do you think that it is important to donate your time to help others?  Why or why not?

· Would you do this again?  Why or why not?

· Would you recommend this event to your friends?  Why or why not?


SECTION 9 Outcomes and Assessments:

	In addition to their Research Paper, Oral Reflections, and Reflective Essay, students will:

· gain intrinsic value by helping others
